Recommendation
That the White Valley Parks, Recreation and Culture Social Media Policy Facebook Procedures be

amended to allow comments to the Newsfeed. Staff would be responsible for regularly moderating

comments and removing any that they deem inappropriate.

Background

In response to staff suggestions that an enhanced presence on Facebook would be beneficial,
the White Valley Parks, Recreation and Culture Committee adopted the White Valley Parks, Recreation
and Culture Social Media Policy (Policy No. WVPRC-006). Staff have been working to implement the
policy within their social media presence and have noted some difficulty in applying the policy,

specifically within the constraints of Facebook practices and procedures.

Discussioh

The White Valley Patks, Recreation and Culture Social Media Policy specifically states that
‘comments to the Wall INewsfeed] must be turned off unless approved on a case- by-case basis by
request to senior management’ {WVPRC-006, p. 3). However, Facebook does not support an option to
turn comments to the Newsfeed ‘off’. Upon further research, staff discerred that comments can be

moderated by blocking a comprehensive list of words.

The White Valley Parks, Recreation and Culture Facebook page was published on July 14, 2015
with the comprehensive moderation of comments, as approved by Superintendent Dave Manson. It
was quickly noticed that comments from service users were appearing on the Newsfeed, despite the
comment moderation settings. 1t appears that there can be a ‘lag’ between the comment being posted
and Facebook’s moderation of the comment, leading to the comment appearing on the post foran
undesignated period of time before being ‘hidden’. Additionally, service users were able to tag their
friends in the posts by commenting their names; these comments were able to appear on the Newsfeed
as the moderation list did not include names {examples: Brandon, Natalie, Vanessa etc.). Upon these
realizations, Community Development Coordinator Tannis Nelson was contacted and the decision was
made to temporarily allow comments on an interim basis prior to the next White Valley Parks,

Recreation and Culture Committee meeting.

As it is not viable to list every word {including specific names) within the moderation list, staff
recommends allowing comments to be posted to the Newsfeed.- This would alleviate any service user
confusion regarding commenting; For example, why are some comments appearing and not others?
Why are there comments appearing when the Social Media Policy states that comments should be

turned off?

All comments posted, to date, have been extremely positive and sharing such feedback on the
social media platform has reflected positively on White Valley Parks, Recreation and Culture.
Furthermore, one can surmise that allowing comments lends to an increase in transparency and also

allows for a more interactive social media experience.

Additionally, Facebook has updated their practices whereas page posts are not automatically
included within service users Newsfeed. There are a number of factors that determine what content
shows up on the newsfeed such as, “the number of comments and likes a post receives and what kind of
story it is {ex: photo, video, status update)...” In other words, allowing service users to comment on our

posts increases the likelihood that future posts with appear on their newsfeed.
